F ROUTING OF CONSIGNMENT

For each shipment, __________________ will prepare USPS Receipt for Registered Mail (PS Form 3806), USPS Domestic Return Receipt (PS Form 3811), Commercial Invoice, and a Receipt for Classified Material.  __________________ will generate and electronically file (AES) the Shipper Export Declaration (SED) for each export. 

The US DGR will hold and administer the approved TAA from the U.S. Department of State authorizing the permanent export of the specified items.

The US DGR will be present to visually inspect the material during inventory, packaging and sealing of shipment. 
Upon US DGR approval (____________ Employee) will hand carry the shipment to the USPS, (City, State) for movement to ___________________.

Upon receipt of the material at ___________________, the shipment will then be stored in a DSS approved security cage located on the premises with original documentation attached.

H RECIPIENT RESPONSIBILITIES

I  DETAILS OF CLASSIFIED TRANSMISSIONS

The equipment will be inventoried, packaged and sealed in compliance with the NISPOM in the presence of the US DGR.  At this point the material will be validated against the export authorization.  The address of the receiving security officer and the return address of the ________________ Company Security office will be shown on the inner packaging.  The address of the receiving government’s designated government activity will be shown on the outer packaging along with the return address of the dispatching office. 

Three copies of the Receipt for Classified Material from _____ will be prepared.  One copy with be retained by US-DGR and the remaining copies will be packed with the classified material.  Additionally, a receipt for the classified material marked from the Defense Security Service will be prepared and included in the inner package.   This receipt is to accomplish the government-to-government exchange.  

Upon the transfer of the package at each point, the package will be inspected to insure no evidence of tampering.  

Upon an agreed upon date and time, the transfer of material will occur at the __________.  (Name of Receiving Company), the _______________ DGR and _____________ will conduct the transfer.  
The final destination-receiving official will sign the internal receipts enclosed in the shipment.  One copy of the signed internal receipt will be returned to the ________________ Company Security Officer (via fax is preferred).
